DONATED?

0.2 Donated Food Types

• We accept all types of non-perishable food items that are unopened, unused, and with 

at least 5 weeks of shelf life remaining. 

• We do not accept: Rusty/Unlabelled cans, Expired items, Opened/Used items

• There is no minimum / maximum quantity of food items that can be donated. We 

welcome all efforts in ending food insecurity in Singapore!
